Vystava Rekvizitaren hrdinov predstavuje
vysledky dlhodobého autorského umelec-
kého vyskumu zameraného na byvalé

i su¢asné vojenské priestory na Slovensku
i v Cechach. Prostrednictvom komplexnej
a multimedialnej inStalacie suboru videi,
objektov a obrazov Radovan Cerevka
reflektuje a komentuje premeny funkcii,
vyuzivania a vnimania Specifickej kultirnej
krajiny. V sledovanych lokalitach, utvara-
nych napéatim medzi pévodnym militaris-
tickym vyuzitim a su¢asnymi adaptaciami
na nové Ucely, autor odkryva pamatové
stopy a vyhodnocuje zlozité interakcie
prirody, navstevnikov a vojenskej infras-
truktury a techniky. Sprievodnym a neza-
mernym efektom vojenskej ¢innosti

je napriklad priaznivé ovplyviiovanie
biodiverzity sledovanych areélov.

Byvalé vojenské zény sformovali nielen
ojedinelé biotopy s prekvapujicimi vplyvmi
vojenskej aktivity na faunu a fléru, ale
zaroven su aj hybridnymi miestami
koncentrovanej imaginacie. Ich podoba
a pévodné i druhotné vyuzivanie boli
formované réznorodymi predstavami

a predsudkami o vojenskych konfliktoch
a ich simulacii, hrdinstve, dobrodruzstve,
rekredcii a spravani ludskej bytosti.
Jednotlivec je tu chapany nielen ako
individualita, ale i su¢ast odosobneného
telesa armady.

Prezentované videa vyuzivaju kombinacie
modalit a Zanrov k sprostredkovaniu
vhimania a vyuzivania vojenskych vycviko-
vych priestorov. Spracovanie audio-
vizualneho materialu zodpoveda snahe
sprostredkovat heterotopicky charakter
lokalit — su to miesta znepokojujuce,
intenzivne, nekompatibilné, emotivne,
protire¢ivé a transformujuce sa. Vystava
tematizuje vojenské aredly ako miesta
paradoxného prieniku vycviku zabijania

a ochrany zZivotného prostredia. V takto
koncipovanom priestore autor predstavuje
aj postavu bojovnika a zachrancu, a kon-
flikt faktov a fikcie. Vystavené objekty

a obrazy komunikuju principy prelinania
prirody a kultury reprezentovanej milita-
riami, pricom formou znejasnuju jed-
noznacéné oddelenie kategorii. Definuje
ich metamorféza a stratégia uplatnenia
vojenskej kamuflaze, ktora je inSpirovana
prirodnymi mimikry. Podobne, ako nazvy
vojenskej techniky metaforicky odkazuju
na pomenovania zvierat.

Autorov umelecky dialég s reziduami
minulosti a ich adaptaciou odkryva bezne
nereflektované prirodné a kulturne
aspekty vojenstva. V sucasnej dobe
eskalacie hrozieb vypuknutia globalneho
konfliktu, zvySovania vydavkov na obranu
a sprievodnej militarizacie spolo¢nosti
nadobuda premyslanie o sietach vztahov
odohravajucich sa v priestoroch niekdaj-
Sich vojenskych aktivit nanajvys aktualny
rozmer.

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The exhibition Heroes’ Prop Room presents
the results of long-term artistic research
focused on former and contemporary mili-
tary spaces in Slovakia and the Czech
Republic. Through a complex, multimedia
installation of a series of videos, objects,
and images, Radovan Cerevka reflects on
and relates transformations of the func-
tions, uses, and perceptions of a particular
cultural landscape. In the sites examined,
shaped by tension between original milita-
ristic uses and contemporary adaptations
for new purposes, the artist uncovers mem-
ory traces and explores the complex inter-
actions between nature, visitors, and
military infrastructure and technology. For
example, a concomitant and unintended
effect of military activity has been a benefi-
cial impact on biodiversity of the monitored
areas.

The former military zones have not only
formed unique biotopes that reveal surpris-
ing effects of military activity on fauna and
flora, they have also become hybrid places
that stimulate the imagination. Their design
and original and secondary uses have been
shaped by diverse ideas and preconcep-
tions about military conflicts and their
simulation, about heroism, adventure, rec-
reation, and human behaviour, understood
both from an individual perspective and as
part of the impersonal body of the military.

The featured videos use a combination

of modalities and genres to convey percep-
tions and uses of military training spaces.
The use of audiovisual material seeks to
capture the heterotopic character of the
sites - they are disturbing, intense, incom-
patible, emotional, contradictory, and trans-
formatory places. The exhibition thematises
military sites as places of a paradoxical
intersection between training to kill and
protecting the environment. In the space
thus conceived, the artist also presents the
figure of a warrior and saviour, and the
conflict between fact and fiction. The
exhibited objects and images communicate
the fundamental intertwining of nature and
culture represented by militaria, blurring any
clear separation between categories. The
military is defined by metamorphosis and

a strategy of military camouflage, itself
inspired by natural mimicry. Similarly, the
nomenclature of military equipment often
metaphorically refers to the names of
animals.

The artist's creative dialogue with remnants
of the past and their adaptation reveals
natural and cultural aspects of the military
that usually remain unpresented. In the
current era of escalating threats of global
conflict, increasing defence spending, and
the accompanying militarisation of society,
thinking about the networks of relationships
forming in spaces of former military activi-
ties takes on a highly topical dimension.
