Vystava PRUNUS PERSICA (z lat. broskyna
oby¢ajna) Katariny Bajkayovej sa prostred-
nictvom keramiky a porcelanu venuje
tuzbe, zmyselnosti a nerozhodnosti

z Umyslu pocat dieta do danych spolo¢en-
skych suvislosti. Tie sa menia podobne ako
autorkin pristup k téme, ktorej spracova-
niu sa venovala v roku 2022 v prolégu
vystavy Lullabies for our unborn babies vo
VUNU Gallery v KoSiciach. Rozdielny
nahlad na zivotné zmeny oproti minulej
vystave nesu podmienky ticha, tmy a tepla,
vnutri ktorych sa keramické objekty sta-
vaju priestormi artikulujucimi interioritu.
Objekty tak poskytuju moznost intimneho
naladenia sa na vytvaranie priestoru
starostlivosti o zivot. Modelacia a lesk
glazury zas zmyselnostou zdielaju
potesenie zo vznikania.

Keramika a porcelan su v autorkinych
rukach siroko stvarnované, od volnych po
uzitkové objekty, odolné a zaroven krehké
prinasaju zodpovednost, ¢im poskytuju
nahlad do starostlivosti o svet okolo seba.
Hibokymi reliéfmi sa zas mdzeme dostat
k bohatému odkazu na diela vo verejnom
priestore spojené s viac ¢i menej znamymi
menami, ako je Herta Ondrusova-Viktori-
nova, Imrich Vanek ¢i Maria Bartuszova.
Ich diela vytvorili v autorkinom rodnom
meste Kosiciach trvaly zdroj jej dialégu

s nimi. Ten je vytvarny a osobny, pretoze
déva otazky nielen na pévod foriem, ale
tiez na sposoby ich Zivota, konkrétne vodi
socio-ekonomickym moznostiam autorky,
dnesnej Zeny-umelkyne.

Keramicka hlina po vysuseni zachovava
stopu dotyku, okamihu. Vypalom sa vydu-
tina vytvorena dlarnou stava trvalou st¢as-
tou kazdodenného Zivota ¢i existencie
objektu. Glazura odraza svet naokolo, ¢im
prinasa kriticky potencial.

Ten nesie ako v prolégu vystavy tiez
booklet textov, drobny nahlad do myslenia
a pocitov, vzorky spoloéensky aktivhych
zien z okolia autorky. Ich pomenovanie
problémov zahriajlcich SirSie suvislosti
zachytava nielen moment vyvoja Zivotov

a spoloc¢nosti, ale tiez utvara odstup umoz-
fujuci nové formulacie otazok potrebnych
pre dnesné ,premyslanie o babatkach®
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The exhibition PRUNUS PERSICA (from Latin:
peach tree) by Katarina Bajkayova at the
Bratislava City Gallery is dedicated to desire,
sensuality and indecision about the concep-
tion of a child into current social conditions
through the means of ceramics and porce-
lain. These conditions are changing much
like the author's approach to the topic that
she had addressed in the prologue to the
2022 exhibition, Lullabies for our unborn
babies at the VUNU Gallery in KoSice.

A different perspective on life changes
compared to the previous exhibition carries
the conditions of silence, darkness and
warmth, within which the ceramic objects
become spaces articulating interiority.

The objects thus offer an opportunity to
intimately tune in to the creation of a space
where life is taken care of. The modelling and
shine of the glaze demonstrate the pleasure
of creation in their sensuality.

The author shapes ceramics and porcelain
into both free and utilitarian objects which,
durable and fragile at the same time, bring up
responsibility and provide insight into caring
for the world around us. The deep reliefs refer
abundantly to works in public space associ-
ated with more or less-known names such
as Herta OndruSova-Viktorinova, Imrich
Vanek and Maria Bartuszova. Their works
have created a permanent source of dialogue
with the artists in the author's hometown of
Kosice. The dialogue is artistic and personal,
as it raises questions not only about the
origin of the forms, but also about their ways
of life, specifically in relation to the socio-
—-economic possibilities of the author -

a modern-day female artist.

When dry, ceramic clay retains a trace of
touch, of a moment. A bulge created by the
palm of the hand becomes a permanent
part of everyday life or the existence of the
object through the process of firing. The
glaze reflects the world around us, and thus
invokes critical potential.

Just like the exhibition prologue, it also
carries a booklet of texts, a small insight into
thinking and feelings, samples of socially
active women from the author's close envi-
ronment. Their naming of problems involving
broader contexts captures not only the
moment of development of lives and society
but also creates a distance that allows for
new formulations of questions necessary

for today's "thinking about babies".
